The group regularly holds cruise-
ins and cruise nights during the
summer, from May-September.

Their second event will be held
Saturday, June 5, in conjunction
with the Emmet County Relay for
Life.

The cruise-in is free to view and
anyone may show for no charge.

“Anybody is welcome to these
cruise-ins,” Ron said. “They don't
have to be a Black Knights Car Club
member.”

The event officially begins at 4:30
p.m., when the Relay for Life kicks
off nearby.

“If people wanted to come earli-
er, they're sure welcome,” Ron said.
Entertainment held in conjunction
with the Relay for Life starts at
noon on First Avenue, and the cars
will be on display before 4:30 p.m.

A cruise follows at 7:30 p.m. and
the cruise-in continues until 10
p.m.

Car enthusiasts will be able to
spot a wide range of vehicles at the
event.

“There’ll be everything from the
1930s on up until 2007, 2008,
2009,” Ron said, including new
Mustangs and Chevies as well as
restored classics, stocks and modi-
fieds.

Ron invites the public out to see
cars from the past.

“Just to remember the olden
days,” he said. “And to have fun.”
